Elvehjem Art Museum, 800 University Ave., Madison
The Elvehjem Art Museum, with 25,000 square feet of exhibition space, was designed by Chicago architect Harry Weese in the late 1960s and opened in September, 1970.  It houses a mix of applied arts, decorative arts, drawings, watercolors, paintings, photographs, prints, and sculptures.  After a 1-hour guided tour of the museum, time will remain for participants to explore the museum in more depth, if desired.
